to be our true and lawful attorney and without derogating from the generality thereof to make, do, implement and/or sign all or any of the following acts, things, contracts and/or documents -

1.
To purchase in any way whatsoever, to rent, to sell in any way whatsoever, to let, assign, pledge and charge rights in and/or in connection with the land, including everything now and/or in future built and/or erected thereon ((hereinafter referred to as “the properties”) and any right belonging and/or relating to them, including everything now and/or in future built and/or erected thereon (hereinafter referred to as “the land”) and to register any such act as aforesaid in any registry necessary for the purpose of giving effect to such act as aforesaid.

2.
To sign an undertaking to register a mortgage, and to register and/or renew and/or cancel caviats of any type whatsoever and any other caution at the Land Registry or in any other registry.

3.
To borrow and obtain monies against a charge of the land from any bank (hereinafter referred to as “Bank” or “the Bank”) and to sign any document necessary for the purpose of obtaining the loan and also to amend and/or recycle any such loan as aforesaid in the exclusive discretion of our attorneys.

4.
To pledge and/or charge the rights in the land by means of a mortgage in accordance with the Land Law, 5729-1969 and/or by means of a pledge in accordance with the Pledges Law, 5727-1967, including all the amendments that have been and/or will be made to the said statutes and/or in accordance with any other statute, whether now in force or taking effect in the future (hereinafter referred to as “the mortgage”), all in accordance with such terms and conditions as our attorneys deem fit in their absolute discretion, including waiving any defence or protection under section 33 of the Tenants’ Protection Law (Consolidated Version), 5732-1972 and under section 86A to the bankruptcy order 5740 – 1980 and its regulations and including the reducing of the protection according to sections 38 and 39 of the Execution Law, 5727-1967 to the protection according to section 38(c) to the abovementioned law, and/or any protection, under any other law currently and/or in future existing in addition to and/or instead of those statutes. To secure the aforegoing, to apply to any entity whatsoever to furnish an undertaking to register a mortgage in favour of the Bank.


To charge in favour of the Bank all our rights to obtain an exemption from the payment of land appreciation tax, of any type whatsoever, and in our name and on our behalf to choose the exemption course in the exclusive discretion of our attorneys.

5.
To amend and/or transfer and/or redeem and/or carry over the mortgage and/or any debt and/or attachment now and/or in future existing over the land and to that end to make all the payments necessary and also to discharge the loans or some of them to secure which the mortgage is registered, including loans from State of Israel assistance funds and grants.

6.
To prepare and/or sign any document and/or approval and/or certificate and/or deed and/or do any lawful act in connection with the registration of the land and/or the mortgage and/or amendment of the registration in any way whatsoever.

7.
To appear in our name and stead before any authority and/or entity and/or government and/or municipal and/or public and/or other agency whatsoever. Without prejudice to the generality of the aforegoing to appear before the Israel Land Administration and/or the Director of Government and Abandoned Property in Judea and Samaria and/or the Jewish Agency and/or the Zionist Federation and/or the Registrar of Land and/or the Supervisor of Land Registration and/or the Registrar of Pledges and/or the Registrar of Companies and/or the various different town planning committees and/or the land appreciation tax and/or property tax offices and/or the offices of any housing company and to make, transact and/or sign in our name and stead declarations, certificates, applications, undertakings, contracts, agreements, claims, waivers, receipts, plans, maps, transactions, transaction deeds and/or transfer deeds of any type whatsoever including, but without derogating from the generality of the aforegoing, transaction and/or transfer and/or mortgage deeds and/or undertakings to register a mortgage and/or easements of any type whatsoever and any amendment and/or modification and/or revocation of any of the aforegoing documents and/or acts and transactions, and generally to do any act and sign any document necessary for the performance of the acts and deeds detailed in this power of attorney and/or involved therein, all as our aforegoing attorneys deem fit and effective.

8.
To insure the land or any part of it under insurance of any type whatsoever in any amount whatsoever against any risk and on any conditions as our attorneys deem fit, whether the land is now or in future owned by us, whether the land is now or in future in our possession and whether the land is owned by and/or in the possession of others, with any insurance company and/or through any insurance agency. To charge the policy in favour of the Bank and/or require the charge of the policy in favour of the Bank. To represent us and/or claim in our name and/or accept any payment that is in future due to us by virtue of the insurance policy/ies and to sign in our stead any declaration, receipt and/or waiver in connection with the policy/ies.

9.
To insure us under any life insurance whatsoever in any amount whatsoever against any risk and on any conditions as our attorney deems fit with any insurance company and/or through any insurance agency. To charge the policy in favour of the Bank and/or to apply for the policy to be charged to the Bank. To represent us and/or claim in our name and/or accept any payment that is in future due to us by virtue of the insurance policy/ies and to sign in our stead any declaration, receipt and/or waiver in such respect.

10.
To discharge in our name and stead and at our expense all the payments, taxes, official fees, rates, levies and/or mandatory payments of the various different types that we and/or the land are charged and that are required for the purpose of obtaining any approval and/or certificate and/or document necessary for the performance and/or registration of all the acts mentioned in this power of attorney and/or necessary, either directly or indirectly, for the performance of acts pursuant to this power of attorney.

11.
To accept and claim in our name any payment from any entity. To claim in our name the forfeiture of guarantees and/or apply in our name for the assignment of any guarantee, including guarantees in accordance with the Sale (Apartments) (Assurance of Investment of Persons Acquiring Apartments) Law, 5735-1974.

12.
To protest, conduct, conclude, execute, cancel, defend and object, to file a counterclaim, to set off, compromise, refer to arbitration and file appeals in any legal claim or legal proceedings, applications, disputes, pecuniary claims and balance sheets demands and any matter now or in future pending between us and any person, entity or association in connection with the land and/or insurance and/or tax matters.

13.
To open and close any bank account whatsoever, to sign certificates, applications and declarations of any type whatsoever in connection with accounts, and to require and accept any information in respect of bank accounts.
14.
To accept from the Bank credit of any type whatsoever as defined in the account opening application and/or agreement and/or application to obtain a loan, together with the appendices and modifications thereto as existing from time to time in future, without any limitation of amount (hereinafter referred to as “the credit”), including revolving or other credit, even if the account is in credit or debit or as a result thereof becomes overdrawn, all as my attorney deems fit.

15.
My attorneys may and are specifically empowered to accept the credit from the Bank and to use it for my benefit, for their benefit or for the benefit of some of them and for the benefit of any other third party in accordance with their order, all in their discretion and as they deem fit to instruct the Bank at that time.

16.
My attorneys may and are specifically empowered to secure the credit given as aforesaid by any type of guarantee, charge, pledge, mortgage, grant of rights or charge or pledge of rights of any type whatsoever, whether existing or future and grant any other security without exception that belongs to, is held by or registered in our name, whether alone or together with others, whether it exists on the date of granting this power of attorney or comes into being at any time in the future.

17.
To draw, sign, deliver, accept, deliver on trust, make, transfer, assign, pay or redeem any bills of exchange, promissory notes, cheques, shipping documents and letters of credit whatsoever and also transferable and negotiable certificates or other commercial certificates whatsoever and to execute and make in my name or otherwise any contracts, written undertakings, agreements or things whatsoever as my attorneys deem fit and in order to implement the powers vested in them pursuant to this power of attorney, whether the act is for my benefit, for the benefit of my attorneys or for the benefit of any third party, whether our account at the Bank is in credit or debit or becomes in debit as a result of the act.

18.
To deposit funds in our account at the Bank or to deposit with the Bank funds, deeds and/or other documents for collection and/or as security and to assign them for that purpose.

19.
To deposit with the Bank shares, debentures, securities, documents, certificates, commodities, precious metals and stones, foreign currency and other properties (all the same being hereinafter referred to as “the properties”) and to instruct the Bank to accept all the dividends, interest, bonuses and every payment related to and/or deriving from the properties and to do any act necessary in respect of the properties. To draw from the Bank, purchase, sell and/or do any act in connection with the properties or any of them that are from time to time in future in the possession of the Bank, including the revenues therefrom, whether or not they are owned by us.

20.
To appoint and dismiss any deputy or deputies and agent or agents for them to act in accordance with my attorneys’ instructions (including advocates) in connection with all or any of the aforegoing acts on such conditions as my attorneys deem fit and to transfer all and/or parts of this power of attorney to another person and/or entity. To sign in our name and stead and to give powers of attorney of any type, including irrevocable powers of attorney and also an irrevocable notarised power of attorney in favour of the Bank in terms acceptable to it.

Since this power of attorney is inter alia given to secure the rights of the Bank, this power of attorney is absolute and irrevocable and we may not revoke and/or alter it in any way whatsoever since the Bank’s rights are dependent on it. This power of attorney shall remain effective after our deaths or the death of one of us and shall also be effective against our representatives and successors.

Our attorneys may do the acts set out in this power of attorney for us both jointly and severally.
